The R.A:F. on Thursday made ineur-

Criticism of Mr, Churchill's second
speech to Parliament after its reassem-
bly—a review of the situation in India
—was one of the features of Edward
Roderick Deedshoe’s broadcast from
Bremen yesterday afternoon. At the
outset, he observed that the news con-
tained in the latest communigué from
the German Supreme Command mark-
ed further steady progress on the
Eastern Front. In the area of Stalin-
grad, strongly-defended fortifications
had been taken by the German ‘forces
supported by the Luftwafte. All relief
attacks made by strong Soviet forces
were again repulsed, and 350 .Soviet
tanks were destroyed, i

“ The activity of the Luftwaffe,"
proceeded Mr. Deedshoe, “was marked
by attacks on harbour installations
and supply centres on the Archangel
front, Aerodromes to the east of the
Volga were also bombed. South-east
of Novorossisk further heights were
captured which were strongly fortified
by numeyous bunkers. The B.B.C.
has not vet admitted the fall of this
last Soviet naval base of importanee in
the Black Sea, but they have at last
said that Aghting was already in pro-
gress on the outskirts of the town, 1n
a day or two, 1 suppose, we shall hear
the full truth. Mr. Churchill, ably
supported by men such as his son,
Randolph Churchill, seems more in-
tent in winning the battle of headlines

tWhilst German successes continue
on the Eastern. Froni, news comes of
5 British: ofensive -which may, indeed,
invite sarcastic comment. They have
Iaunched an attack upon Madagascar,
whose Governor-Gerferal the British
Government: hoped would vield to fur-
ther pressure; but he has remained
loyal'to Vichy, no doubt influenced by
the curious interpretation of the Atlan-
tic Charter by the British authorities
in India. These further military
operations, although directed against
a force fighting at a great disadvan-
tage, must have an unfavourable re-
action upon the British war eftort,
since it means a further dispersal of
their forces.

“ My. Churchill has announced that
more reinforcements have been sent to
India, and.such movements mean dis-
persals, although, however, the ship-
ping situation continues to be grave,
In spite of Mr. Churchill’s statement,
British naval circles have been issning
warnings fo the people of Britain
against regarding shipping problems
with optimism. Mr. "~ Churchill had
said that the otitlook was secure so
long as the rate of sinkings did not
exceed the gonstruction of new ships.
The naval view, however, was confirm-
ed by the * Financial News' of Septem-
ber 7th, which admitted that shipping
still” remained the most vulnerdble
point, in spite of all reassuring state-
ments to the contrary. There was,
said' the newspaper, still not enough
shipping available (o transport alr-
craft, tanks, guns, munitions and
troops in sufficient numbers to all the
various theatres of war, and particu-
larly for the establishment of a second
front.

ROYAL COURT

2 Years’ Hard
Labour for
Vengeance Crimes

The trial began at the Royal Court
this morning of a4 case in which a
Guernseyman was accused of robbing
his wife and mother-in-law and setting
fire to other goods in the house where
the two women were living, and iute
which he was said to have broken.

The Bailiff and eleven Bench of
Jurats were present. The prosecution
was conducted by the Attorney-General
(Advocate A. J. Sherwill), and Advo-
cate W, H. Langlois appeared for the
defence. ] _

In the full indictment, Conrad
Joseph Bouwmeester, aged 35, of 3
Trinity Square, was charged with bur-
glariously breaking and entering a
dwelling-house known as ‘* The Hiil,”
Castel Hill, St. Andrew's, and steal-
ing therein a vast quantity of clothing
and effects, the property of his mother-
in-law, Mrs. Mary Louise l.e Page,

and. his wife; Mrs. Nora May Bouw-|

meester. The total value of the goods
was £70.

It was further alleged that Bouw-

" meester maliciously, illegally, and

with intent to cause harm, had, in a
bedroom in the said house, set fire to
a mattress and a guantity of clothing
and other effects which he had heaped
on to the mattress—the latter and part
of the clothing and effects belonging
to his wife, and the remainder to his
mother-in-law.

PLEA CHANGED.

Advocate Langlois announced- that
Bouwmeester now withdrew  his
original plea of “not guilty” and
pleaded guilty. \

The Attorney-General put in a plan
of the house where the robbery and
the fire occurred, The man, he said,
gained entry to bedrooms from a bal-
cony, and the fire was started in the
toom  in which Mrs. Bouwmeester
slept. Mr. and Mrs. Bouwmeester
were separated in March of this year.

On the day of the robbery, Bouw-
meester was seen leaving the premises

and soon afterwards the fire was
noticed by a little girl. Mrs, Le Page
—Bouwmeester's mother-in-law—was

warned, and German soldiers assisted
to put out the blaze.

n his way from the scene, the man
dropped certain articles which were
later found by the police. Other goods
he Igaok into a field, where he set them
on fire.

When questioned by the police;

Bouwmeester made a statement admit-
ting the robbery and starting the fire.
‘1 set it alight,’” he said, “to get my
own back on my mother-in-law, and so
that my wife should have nothing to
lie on. Al this trouble has arisen
through my mother-in-law interfering
with our married life."

A jeweller, added the  Attorney-
General, rang uwp the police to say
Bouwmeester had sold two rings to
him. He was paid £3 155. for them.
The property was recovered. Later
Bouwmeester was searched by one of
the prison warders, who found a wrist-
-{et watch belonging to his mother-in-
aw.

* The motive of all this,”” said the
Attorney-General, “was vengeance of
some kind. The sale of the jewellery
was an afterthought.”

A formal verdict
returned.

PERSISTENT CRUELTY,

Acting-Inspector Lamy proved a
number of oprevious convictions
against Bouwmeester, including one
of persistent cruelty to his wife. He
had alse been sentenced to 3 months
by a German court.

The Attorney-General said whatever
grievance the man might have against
his wife and mother-in-law, that was
no excuse for crime. ‘' If the fire had
taken greater hold and not been got in
hand in time, it is probable that the
whole of that house would have been
burned to the ground,’ he added.

Bouwmeester's history, added the
Attorney-General,” showed some lack
of balance, but, taking all the facts
into consideration, he felt justice
would be met by a sentence of 2 years’
hard labour,

The Bailiff made reference to ““these
crimes which were goéing on per-
sistently all over the island,” and said
he did not think the sentence asked
for by the Altorney-General was ex-
cessive.
