I do hope that you understood it now yourself, it is such a bore and distress
to be unhealthy. I really urge you to be careful "et suivre les conseils des
médecins”. I am very glad that you have seen much of uncle Bertie, who wrote
often about it to aunt Alix. At last, we moved to our delicious house and

T can't tell you what an enchantment it is. I t is something unbelievable.
Our rooms are so lovely and everything is so cosy. The view on the sea is
just ideal. Lying in bed, I see the sea, this is just what I was always so
fond of and always wanted to live so near to it. The garden is just as beautiful
and perfectly kept. Aunt Alix and I are living here quite alone, the retinue
remained in Amalienborg, as space is scarce. To-day, they had lunch with us

and we showed them everything and they were very pleased. The weather, since

we arrived to Danemark, is marvellous so that we spend a lot of time outdoors,
taking walks and sitting in our garden. I am going about as in a dream,
everything is so right and nice. Your room is also very lovely and is waiting
for you. Toria is still at Maud's but she will be here within two weeks. We

are living so pleasantly and quietly. By day, we use to have guests either

for lunch or tea. Until now, we had dinner alone on the closed veranda and

in the evening we use to be alone too. To-day, we shall go downtown, I want

to pay a visit to Almaz who is here with Doudassov and in the evening we go

to the theatre and shall spend the night on the yacht. Unfortunately, the

day is horribly foggy and we can't see anything around which is a perfect bore.
All former people of dear Apapa are now again with us and it is touching to

see how happy they are. You probably heard that "Standard" hit a reef yesterday.
It is a horrible pity and I am so sorry for poor Nicky, his only pleasure and
entertainment has been spoiled by this disagreeable and unwanted event ! Thank
Heaven they all emerged unharmed, but the splendid "Standard" is surely damaged
and they plan to take her out within two weeks. At present, she is lying on

her side, full of water. I can't understand how they could take that course,

we used to take that direction only with "Tsarevna", we never thought of having
"Stella Polaris" with us in those narrownesses. It is just horrible !!

I hope that you are having a good time in Italy and that you like it all
everywhere. It is so good and sound to be "dans une autre atmosph&re et voir
quelque chose de tout autre et nouveau. Here, everybody is all right, the
weather, thank heaven, is summerlike and we are just enjoying life.
