Saddam is the 
reason. Yes, the multinational forces are able to Iaunch a lightning attack in any place. 

Rear - Saddam Hussein's policy of aggression towards neighboring countries is the sole 
reason for the bombing of Iraq and the targeting of military positions only. Toe 
blame lies on Saddam Hussein. 

LEAFLET NO. 3 : Iraqi Money (Dinar) 
Front - Dinar 
Rear - Toe money in Iraq has no value. There is no food, no peace, no happiness in Iraq. 

There is thirst, there is hunger, there is misery and there is death in Iraq. Saddam 
is responsible for all this misery! Act against Saddam nowl His fall is inevitable.

Toe daily ration for coalition forces soldiers is:

Lunch: meat, beans or potatoes, biscuits with cheese, candy, juice and coffee. 
Dinner: meat. bread with butter, vegetables, cake, milk, juice, coffee and tea. 
Prisoners are fed the same meals as coalition soldiers. 

LEAFLET NO. 5: Iraqi Money (Dinar)

Rear - There is no difference between your money and this piece of paper. Worthless 

money is plentiful in the land and the deprivation is spreading. No remedy is 
present. Toe suffering is expanding. There is no nourtshment, but there is filth. 

The electricity is 
cut. You are in distress. You have needs, but your wife is not with you. You are 
afraid of Saddam, but you do not disobey. You are in imminent danger of death, 
but have no plans to change it. O' people of Iraq, you still have the right to do 
somclhing, yct you are sitting in your house. O" soldiersl O' c.ivilians, a· elders, O' 
youth, o· women, O' menl The time has come for you to respond to the cal! of 
duty. Rise up and flood the streets and alleys for the overthrow of Saddam and 
supporters. 

LEAFLET NO. 6 : Iraqi Money (Dinar) Safe Conduct Pass

Rear - Safe Conduct Pass 

You do not have to die. You can be safe and retum to your family and loved ones 
if you cease resistance. You must follow these steps strictly: 

1. Remove the magazine from your weapon. 
2. Sling your weapon over your left shoulder with the muzzle down. 
3. Raise your arms above your head. 
4. Approach positions slowly. Hold this pass in your hand above your head.

If you do this. you will not die. You will be treated well and someday return to 
your family. NOTE: Beware of mine fields along the border. Toe lraqi soldiers that 
carry this safe conduct pass are using it as a sigo of their sincere desire to 
cease resistance and be removed from the battlefield. They are to be disarmed, to 
be well treated. to receive food. water. and medica! treatment, if necessary.
