The German Supreme Commaﬂd
anmounces: 4

In the southemn sector of the East-
ern Front the pursuit battle is being
continued aithout interruption. [En-
crcled and isolated groups of the
enemy attempted in vain to break
through to the east. The losses of the
enemy and the amount of booty
brought in cannot yet be estimated.

Strong formations of the German Air
Force attacked the rear communica-
tions of the Sovjets and dispersed
numerous columns,

German bombers bombed Rostow and
geveral harbours on the Cauecasian
coast, Several large fires were. caused
in war important installations of the

city of Rostow. One freighter was
sunk by direct bomb hits.
The enemy continued his strong

tank attacks against the bridgehead of
Woronesh. All attacks were repulsed
in fierce fighting in collaboration with
the German Air Force.

On the remaining sectors of the
Bastern Front only fighting of local
umportance took place.

In the Gulf of Finland units of the
German Navy sank 2 Sovjet sub-
MArines.

In Egypt enemy attacks carried out
with strong forces in the central sector
of the Kl Alamein position were
repulsed. Tn the course of fierce fight-
ing 1,200 prisoners were made during
a counter-attack and a number of tanks
amd motor vehicles were destroyed.

In the Western Mediterranean a
British cruiser was attacked by German
bombers and damaged by direct: homb
thits.

In the course of thrusts by British
fighters towards the coasts of oecupied
western territories 6 British aircraft
were shot down in the course of vestor-
day. ¥

The Irish Government has effected
further drastic restrictions in consump-
tion. No gasoline is availablg to owners
of private automobiles and the gasoline
ration for trucks has been cut down by
50%. The weekly sugar ration is now
reduced from ong pound to three-quar-
ters of a pound. The restriction of a
nunber of athletic and sporting events
s also planned.

The Government of Fire has been
forced to cease distributing coal to
households. . These measures have be-
come. necessary since imports of coal
from England are hardly sufficient to
keep the vital industries of FEire in
Operation.

That Britain’s attitude of * Busi-
ness-as-Usnal 7 was leading her to
lose this war was the judgement of
Edward Roderick Deedsoe when he
spoke from Bremen yesterday after-
noon. He had been commenting, in-
ter alia, on the recent two-day de-
bate in the House of Commons.

Deedsoe began his address by com-

enting upon the reluctance of the

ritish authorities to announce the
shipping losses. It seemed to be
that the figures were in excess of
the claims made by the German
Supreme Command. At least, it
showed with what accuracy and de-
tail these reports were prepared and
issued. Tlven then, Deedsoe added,
claimg were only made on those
British vessels definitely sunk, there
must be others which had been sent
to the bottom by mines, or which had
foundered some time after the at-
tack. The true figures of British
shipping losses must now exceed the
20,000,000 ton mark.

A B.B.C. commentator, Robert
Johnson had said that the British
public did not know what was hap-
pening. It appeared that Britain
was not even holding her own in the
war at sea. But despite the veil of
secreey, certain facts leaked through
to the * little man ’> — the British
public.

In the debate in Commong Mr.
Oliver Littleton, Minister of Produc-
tion had stated that the United
States was producing ships at an un-
believable rate.  Yet, surely, the
United Nations could do better than
not hold their own !

Littleton's self satisfied complac-
ency was evident also when he spoke
on the question of tanks. “ We are
now making the right ones,” stated
Lattleton, *‘ they haye the necessary
fire power for to-day’s battles.

“But will they have the fire-
power for to-morrow’s battles?”’
asked Deedsoe, adding, * Littleton
is like the waiter who keeps a horde
of diners waiting, occasionally
throwing them a re-assuring ‘ Com-
ing, Sirl” 7

Britain’s position was that she was
always fighting the battle of the cur-
rent year with the weapons of the
year before. This was demonstrated
by the tide of events in Libya. Brit-
ain’s trouble was ‘“ too little, or too
late.” North Africa was a case in
point. If not too little—for there wag
gaid to have been a marked numeri-
cal superiority of British arms in the
battle—it had been too late.

The Military Situation in the
Black Sea

The military correspondent of
D.N.B. writes that the present iili-
tary situation is dominated by five prin-|
cipal peints which make the perspective
of future operations appear very som-
bre for the enemies of the signatories of
the Tripartite Pact, These are the
points:— 3

1. The approach, by Axis troops, to
Alexandria, last important British
naval base in the eastern part of the
Mediterranean ;

2. The advance of Japanese troops
towards the eastern frontier of India
and the command of the Indian Ocean
exercised by the Japanese Navy;

J. The loss, during the mionth of
June, of millions of tonnage suffered
by the Anglo-American merchant fleets
and caused by the operations of Ger-
man units only;

4, The fall of Sebastopol, which
canses the Allies to lose all hope of re-
conquering a  dominant position in
the Black SG&;

5. The opening of the European
offensive against the U.8.8.R,

Precising  that these five points
form a whole which is the result of a
collective plan of action established by
‘the headquarters of the armies and
navies of German, Italy and Japan, the
correspondent continues by declaring
that the German military experts con-
sider the 1st of July as a historic date,
as 1t marks the opening of the second
phase of the fight against the U.S.S.R.
The European offensive has commneced
adi the moment when the German H.Q.
was advised by the chiefs of the Army

at the Soviet front that the mopping-
up operations begun at the beginning
of the year heing ended, they had
reached their position for attack.

The correspondent adds that the
military experts draw special attention
to the exploits of the German Rouman-
ian troops facing Sebastopol and indi-
cating that the High Command had
during the course of this hattle artil-
lery material to which is due to & large
extent the rapid successes obtained.

“1In fact,”” continues the correspon-
dent, © Sebastopol hag been taken in 23
days, whereas 1t fook in 1855 the
Franco British troops 349 days to cap-
ture it,"" The correspondent recalls that
the allics possessed B00 cannons, an ex-
traordinary figure for this epoch, which
fired 1,350,000 shells on the fortress;
the Franco-British lost 80,000 men
during this siege and the Russians
120,000.

Returning to present operations, the
correspondent recalls that the attack
against the forfification of Sebastopol
was launched on June Bth and enumer-
ated the following stages which brought
final victory to the German-Roumanian
troops: June 14th, capture of Fort
Stalin; the 16th, capture of Fort
Siberia; the 19th, break-'b]lrough by
German forces, who gain footing in the
Bay of Severnaia; the 2lst, capture of
Fort Lenin; and finally, on the 30th,
the capture by assault of the heights of
Sapun, which transformed the assault
into a simple march forward.

“ The Crimea is liberated and the
U.8:8.R. has definitely lost the sover-
eignty of the Black Sea,”” concluded the
correspondent,

“ After the experiences of Norway,
Dunkirk in particular, Greece, Crete,
and Malaya,” said Deedsoe, ‘‘ they
should have assembled this great
body of experience—bitter experi-
ence, which they have failed miser-
ably to make use of.”

Churchill devoted more attention to the

Germany Re-Models the

Fertile Ukraine

Production
|::L11'n}l-' lias set ]ligh <'hr|]n':'-'. on  the
Ukraine, for the pré Word War

Ukraine produced 1050 of the world’s
wheat crop. 13% of the rye crop and
17% of the barley croprand the surplus
of this territory, which was the surplus
of Czarist Russia, sufficed to meet the
needs of the Buropean industrial states
in cereals and feed grains. The soil of
the Ukraine contains up to 15% humus
and therefore needs no more fertiliza-

tion tham cam be given it with the
fertiizer which is gained from basic

slag in the Ukrainian steel mills them-
selves. The soil of the Ukraine lived up
to all expectations, even in this winter
of war complications, transportation
difficulties and the systematic Soviet
destruction. The Ukraine furnished
the hard-fightingg troops in the South-
ern sector of the Wastern front with
food, amd it provided sufficient reserves
for the civilian population of even the
largest eities (who, after the famines of
1933 and 1934, which took a toll of
7,000,000 Ukrainian lives, and which
were cansed by the collectivist system,
had reserves of their own, and further-
nmore, used all the tricks in illicit
trading so profusely learned during 25
years of Soviet domination. The
Ukraine also furnished sufficient grain
to enable the apportioning of seed
grains, to even the barest territories.
The harvest of plamts which furnish
vegetahle oils and which could not be
processed in the oil mills and margar-
ine factories of the Ukraine, were ship-
ped to the Reich, and helped to meet a
need there. Difficulties in the trans-
portation of eattle fodder, especially
the much-used sugar-beet, which could
hardly be obtained at all, resulted in
the slaughtering of so much caftle,
that the sausages, hams and canned
meat piled high in  the meat-packing
plants,

All this was accomplished, although
the harvest of 1941 was literally
brought in to the accompaniment of the
thunder of the cannons — to the right
of the Dmjepr to a great extent under
the Swastika, and East, under the
Hammer and Sickle. The early winter
caught much of the potate, turnip, and
especially sugar beet crop, still on the
fields, It is therefore quite a feat that
so little of the harvest was lost. This
feat was accomplished by the German
agrarian leaders, who went to work
energetically, and succeeded despite
the demands of the winter campaign,
The next winter, even if it should be as
severe as the past one, will not hold as
much terror for the Ukrainians, for
systematic preparations will have been
made.

Especially urgent are the avishes of
the army and of Europe for an in-
creased production of tobacco amnd
plants from which vegetable oils are
produced.  Without tobacco, many
cannot withstand the nervous tension

would lack the physical strength. Both
tobacco and plants yielding vegetable
need intensive cultivation. The
Ukraine will therefore not send 1its
surplus agrieultural workers fo the
Reich, but will keep them fior the
south, where there is a. lack of agri-
cultural workers, and unskilled city
workers from Kev and Charkov must
fill the gaps. This will not be an
unpopular move, in view of the food
they will receive, despite the desire
to be n a city which DBolshevism
ingrained,

The best preparation for the new
vear was a moral one: namely, the
attraction of the new agrarman reform.
Meetings of thousands of farmers,
overy place in the land, welcomed the
reform with honest joy. The customary
gifts of salt, bread and Howers wel-
comed the German agrarian leaders at
the entrance to the willages, when
they brought the deeds of ownership of
houses and barns to the former collec-
tive farms. The district farmer told us,
that the best of each ten farmers would
own land after the first harvest, while
the others would be given greatest
liberty and room for initiative in the
cultivation of their share of the fields.
This incentive has made itself felt in
the milk and egg deliveries, which were
above the average for this season of the
yoar, A net of dairy plants, some of
them equipped with the most modern
machinery, enables the processing of
all available milk, even in the inereas-
ing quantities to be expected, in view
of the fact that cattle breeding is
again  permitted. The increasing
amounts of butter which will become
available, will facilitate to a great
extent the feeding of the troops,

14 Soviet Submarines

WHILST ATTEMPTING TO GET
INTO THE BALTIC SEA

The Finnish Headquarters an-
nounced in a special bulletin: During
the last two weeks the Soviet fleet
in the eastern part of the Finnish
Bay has shown special activity.
Without regarding losses, the enemy
has made further attempts to break
through into the Baltic. But only
a few units were successful. Finnish
and German naval forces and the
Finnish Air Force have sunk in the
course of these two weeks seven sub-
marines. Probably a further sub-
marine was sunk and at least five
heavily damaged. These figures do
not include the losses which were
inflicted upon the enemy by the Ger-
man Luftwaffe and by the German
coastal artillery. Up to July 8th 14
submarines were sunk in the Finnish

Bosom ; 12 submarines were probably

so well, while without oil and fat theysunk.

MORE HEAVY
SHIPPING LOSSES
FOR BRITAIN

From the Fuehrer's Headquar-
quarters, July 17, 1942,

The German Supreme Command
announces:

German submarines have sunk
from a strongly escorted British
convoy on the Western Coast of
Africa, six merchant ships totalling
39,500 gross registered tons.

Other U-boats have sunk off the
Mississippi mouth in the Atlantic
and off the Panama Canal, 10 ves-
sels tetalling 68.500 gross regis-
tered.

Furthermore a U-boat has sunk in
the Arctic Sea a transport vessel of
7.000 gross registered tons,

Thus, on the far distant theatres
of the war on the seas the eremy
has lost a further 17 ships of
115.000 gross registered tons, as
well as the great cargoes transport-
ed by them.

America’s Recruiting
Campaign

OVER TEN MILLIONS UNFIT FOR
SERVICE

According  to  American  officaal
reports, the calling-up of ecitizens fon
active serviee shows the enormous
deficit of 10,000,000 men, who, through
physical or intellectual deficiencies, are
unfit to carry arms. Of this number,
4,200,000 are born of North-Americamn
families; 3,100,000 are immigrantss
1,700.000 are negroes, and the remain-
ing 100,000 belong to mwarious races.

A large number of young men have
been rejected as illiterate. In  New
York State alone, there are 1,020,000
illiterates ; this State has always had
the unenviable reputation of ‘having
the largest ‘proportion of illiterates.
President Roosevelt was formerly oia
of its Governors. He must have had
charge of public instruction. Therafore
his responsibility for the present posi-
tion wiich America deplores, is in no
doubt. After the New York State
came those of Pennsylvania with 696,000

illiterates; and Texas with 642,000.
The State with the least mumber is

lowa which has 61,000. And, it should
also be moted that in these fizures are
only ingluded the illiterates of military:
age. In order to arrive at the real
figures, men and women, old and young
and children, umable to read or write
should be included, and it is estimated
that the total would reach the emor-
mous number of 20,000,000 —a very
impressive figure when one considers
that this applies to the richest country
in the world.

All Cfficers Killed

News comes from Washington that
during debates on war expenses,
the principal members of Congress
have multiplied their warnings that
money alone will not win the war.

Certain doubts begin fo show
themselves concerning the efficacity
of the enormous American pro-
grammes: they mean such long pre-
paration for production that they are
practically holding up the use of
material necessary at present.

Thus, according to information
given in the Senate, the value of
material delivered in the course of
the past 12 months has reached 1,300
million dollars only, whereas the
credits voted for this period totalled
7.500 millions.

SAMPSON’S FISHERMAN

DROWNED DESPITE

COURAGEOUS ' RESCUE
ATTEMPTS

Guernsey has been shocked to
learn of two fatalities which have
occurred within four days of each
other. It is with profound regret
that we record the second fatality
which took place yesterday, the
victim being Mr. George Bowditch,
a 7l-year-old fisherman, of East-
dale, Church-road, St. Sampson’s:
Aceompanied by Mr. . Parsons, of
Church Lane, St. Sampson’s, Mr.
Bowditcl had set out for fishing in his
bout from Bordeaux Harbour shortly
before T o'clock yesterday morning. At
the time there was a fairly heavy swell
: Not far from the
shore the small boat was driven on to
the Houmet Papadis Rocks where it
was holed badly and sunk immediately,

Despite the efforts of Mr. Parsons —
who eventnally saved himself by cling-
ing to the rocks — and other fishermen
who came to the rescue, Mr. Bowditeh
was drowned when he relinguished his
hold ona floating hox.

The efforts of the rescuers
wverted  the  tragedy  but
indangering their own lives,

I'he body of the victim was recovered
vesterday mfternoon at 5 o'cloek by
deceased's son, Mr. William Bowditch,

Witness swam to a rock but Mr,
Bowditeh clung to a box.

The Lajoies —two young fishermen—
camne along and tried fo pick Bowditeh
up and one of them jumped in the
water but econld wot get hold of lhim,
Meanwhile their boat also struck a
rock and was holed. Mr, Katwyck came
along and took witness off, then took
the Lajoies off their boat which was
sinking and brought them all ashore.
They seardhed for Mr. Bowditch but
could nog find the hody then.

Timothy Lajoie, of L'Islet, St. Samp-
son's, said that at 6.45 a.m. yesterday
he amd his brother were fishing off
Bordeaux. Mr. Bowditch was ahead of
them in his boat. Witness saw this
hoat lay over as though a heavy squall
had struek her. When they noticed
this they went to the rescue, but as
they almost reached the boat they also
struck a rock. His brother jumped
overboard to save Mr. Bowditch but
could not find him.

WITNESS'S RESCUE ATTEMPT

Eugene ILajoie confirmed his
brother’s evidence, Mr. Bowditch’s
boat sank almost immediately atter
the squall struck it. He had
jumped in after Mr. Bowditch but
he sank hefore witmess could reach
him.

Mr. Johannes van Katwyck, of Les
Maresquets, Vale, gave evidence that
whout 7 a.m. on July 16 he was in his
boat when he saw Parsons on a rock
up to his knees in water and callimg to

him. Witness took him off and
Parsons said: *° Bowditch is down
there.”” He saw the two Lajoies in

their boat wihich had the amchor down
and the engine stopped, He took them
offand their hoat sank

Dr. B: 3. Collings gave evidence of
exdamnination of the body. "It had all
the appearances of death being due to
drowrge,

After the Coroner had reviewed the
evidence he commented tlat every
efforg had been made to reseue  Mr.
Bowditch. He retwrned a verdict of
accidental death by drowning. He
commended the brothers Tajoie for
their efforts at rescue.

‘It iz my solemn privilege to
preside over the last rites of a
very brave man, It was to save
from injury and possible death
the children on their way to
school that Clifford Henry Le
Tissier so nobly laid down his
life.
