ANNOUNCES i—

The expected Soviet attack from the
bridgehead to. the morth-east of Kertsch
was launched yesterday. Fighting is still
in progress. The German Air Force par-
ticipated in the operations and destroyed
two enemy landing boats. Coastal bat-
tevies of the German Navy set fire to Bol-
shevik troop encampments on the Taman
Peninsula.

To the south-west of Dnjepropetroysk
several enemy divisions, supported by ar-
tillery and battle aircraft, attacked on a
~narrow front. In the course of hard
fighting the Soviet thrusts were checked

* in counter-attacks. Fifty-five enemy tanks

were destroyed in these operations.

To the mnorth-west of Kirovograd the
German troops frustrated repeated Soviet
attacks and in counter-thrusts took sev-
eral localities which had been lost.

While warding off several enemy attacks
to the south-east of Pogrebishche two
Soviet battalions were wiped out during
fierce fighting. South-west of the town
the German troops flung back advanced
enemy battle groups in spite of tenacious
resistance. In the course of this fighting
31 Soviet tanks and 19 guns were destroy-
ed in the sector of one Infantry Division,

. Weak Soviet attacks in the avea west of
Berdichey remained ineffective.

Fighting for Sarny went on also yester-
day. :

To the west of Rechitsa the German
formations held their defensive positions,
in the course of fierce engagements with
superior enemy forces attacking on a broaé
front. Local break-thronghs were sealed
up.

In the area of Vitebsk renewed Soviet
attempts at bl‘eak-khmugh were frustrat-
ed. Enemy troop concentrations were
gmaahed by concentric. German artillery

re,

In the opervatious in the area of Kirovo-
grad the rd Brandenbourg Tank Division,
under the command of Major-General
Bayerlein, especially distingunished itself.

In the
central and eastern sectors of the front no
operations of note took place.

At dusk last night German torpedo air-
craft attacked an enemy supply convoy off
the Algerian coast and scored hits on five
vessels, aggregating 32,000 gross register-
ed tons. The sinking of an 8,000 fon trans-
port. was observed. The destruction of
turther ships 1s probable,

Yesterday at noon and last night British
and North American bombers carried oul
terror raids against the fown area of Yofia.
According to reports so far (o hand 13
enemy aireraft, ineluding seveéral four-
engined bombers, were shot down hy Ger-
man_and Bulgarian air defences. - The
destruction of a further nine enemy
machines is probable.

Last night singly flying British nuisunce
raiders flew over Western and Northern
Reich territory.

1,347 Priests
Murdered in Air
Raids

According to the *f Congregaziong
del Santo TUffizio,” the competent
church authorities of the Vatican,
1,347 priests, monks and nuns were
killed during Anglo-American air raids
on Italian cities and willages between
June, 1940, and September, 1843,
Two bishops, namely Monsignore
Montalbetti, of Reggio Calabria, and
Monsignor  Bologna. of Campobasso,
were amohg those who lost their ]i\'l(-“-;_
The nunber of Catholie priests who
have been injured greatly exceeds that
of tha dead, and among them is Cur-
dinal Lavitrano, the Archbishop of
Naples. The arehbishopric of Naples
suffered the heaviest losses, for 38]
priests wene killed in British-Ameri-
can air attacks.

The total damagy to the church pro.
perty from Anglo-American air raids
is estimated thus far at 10,000 million
lire, according to a provisional estim-
ate made by the technical specialists of
the Vabican City.

To the destruction of numerous
churches, monasteries and other ect les-
iastic buildings by the Anglo-Ameri-
cans must ba added the loss of valinable
art treasures which were taken hv the
British and Americans in Sieily and

Farmers’ Notes

SONDERFUEHRER RICHTER ON
CROPS AND MANURING

The following are extracts from a
very . interesting series of Agricultaval
Notes written by Sonderfuehrer Rich-
ter, and forwarded to us for publica-
gion by Mr, R. 0. Falla, Agricultural
Officer, Hirzel House :—

TO OBTAIN GOOD CROPS

The -plunts - which should be sdlected  for
economic cultivation are shose which, on the
avitluble soil —and avith the existing elimato
und ligh winds, will give the highest and
sufest vield:

In wview of the insular  situntion; special
consideration should be given to those food-
stufls and fodder for mun and beast which are
most difficult  to dmport, T

Among the numerons varieties of the same
plenis, the yields of which are nsnally widely
dificrent, ‘one should cheose thoso hest snited
to the pature of the soil and to the climate
aml with which tha highest” production may
be obtaived uader the given conditions,

NATURE OF SOIL

The fertility of wesoll mainly depends on its
capaeity to retein the neceéssary  moisture, o
its ventilation, its temperature and the nour-
ishing  sobstances 3t éontains, On o moist,
well ventiluted, warm cund eh  soil, platits
will atways thrive; nobadly ventilived  soil
(** three vimes  well “plonghed is as good as
once manured, ™ as the saying poes, and quite
rightly too), a ‘dry, eold soil with little nounr-
ishent in it, will only yield & poor harvest,
This ds-why w lemiy soil is more fertile than
a sandy one, o soil rich in hummg and lime
moréefertile than one lucking sueh matter,
A damp and deep crust is richer than a dry
atd -shallow' one,

‘CROP " ROTATION

Undor otherwise equal conditions the liar-
vest will be all the hetter-for a favourable
prefiinary erop, in fect-io -depends onoa eor-
réekerop rotation.

rop wetution s goversed by the following
prineiples :-—

Bach ¢rop must, as far as possible, bhe pre-

ceded by - the wwost  favowrable  preliminary
Crop.

First, green plnts (roots,  polatoes or voge-
tables), then ‘wheat, then -oats or barlev.

Folinge plunts enly are folly worth the spend-
ing of stable manure, Cereals will thereafter
be grown as second awnd third ctops. An
intevinediate  growing of leguminous plunts
will also cnbance the productivity of a- field,
mainly by increasing the natural nitrogen
content of the soil which is also. accompanied
by an improvement of the soil crust.

When setting up yeur eultivaiion plan, con-
siderstion should be given. to the fact that
most plants-will suffer-from - being - grown - tao
often on the-same spot; the yield will fall
nobwithstanding any measures token ns re-
gards manuring, sowing, etc, The most sen-
sitive in this divection arve wheat, pens, red
clover, woots nnd vegutables; potutoes und ryve
are less affceted,

Wherever ‘possible, the intermedinte crop
should, to o large cxtent, ‘take the form of

clover uni pods, This improves  the fodder
position; through the digestive organs of
cottle. this provides  [or  more manure, by
wldeh, in turn, the ficdd will ‘benefit,. Now in
war-timne it wounld be @ waste-of nourishing

One shoold also see to it that all neces-
sary draoght and handwork be correctly dis-
tributed from spring to autuinn, =o that if
