ARMS AND SERVICES 
All those branches of the Army which engage in actual combat are known 

as the "Arms," and those branches which do no actual fighting, but serve the 
"Arms" are known as the "Services." A description of the various branches 
and their functions appears below. The insignia indicating the branches are 
worn on the soldier's shirt collar or coat lapel. 

THE ARMS 

lnfuntry. More than half tbe men in tbe army belong to t his branch, which 
is made up of foot soldiers carrying rifles. I t is the arm of close combat. 
wbose mission is to destroy the enemy 01· capture it. 

Cuvulry. This branch consists of mounted troops. T her e are 15 regiments of 
Cavalry in the army, and many have been mechanized, tbat is, equipped with 
armored cars and tanks and automatic weapons, in keeping with modern 
warfare .. The Cavah·y must move rapidly; it goes ahead of the lnfantry, lo­
cates the enemy, and then joins the attack. 

Air Corp s. The Air Corps is made up of pursuit and fighting planes, observa­
tion planes, and bombers. The first are small, travel as fast as 400 miles per 
hour, and can be easily maneuvered; they engage in "dog figbts" with enemy 
planes. The observation planes are slower; it is their mission to locate the 
enemy and observe his position. The bombers are huge fiying fortresses; 
they attack military objectives far behind enemy lines. The Air Corps 
synchronizes its movements with the attacks of the Infantry and Cavalry. 

Field Artillery. This branch is equipped with long-range guns that support the 
Infantry and Cavalry with their fü·e. The Field Artíllery is now almost com­
pletely moto1·ized. 

Coast ArtiUery. The largest guns in the service equip tbe Coast Artillery, 
which defends our harbors from the enemy. Their 16-inch defense guns can 
shoot one-ton sbells 25 miles out to sea. 

Signal Corps. This branch has charge of all army communications systems, 
from radio stations to carrier pigeons.

Finance Dep artment. This department disburses all W ar Department funds. 

Medi<:lll Corps. 'l'his Corps is made up of doctors, dentists, veterinai-ies and 
nurses. 

General Stuff Corps. The Corps, headed by the Chief of Staff, formulating the 
plans and policies of the army.

The legal department of the army 
which takes care of legal matters and supervises courts martial. 

Ordnun ce Departmenl. The Ordnance Department has charge of the supply 
of munitions for all branches of the army. 

It has 
charge of buying food, shoes, hats, etc.; handles trucks, trains, and transport 
ships.

Seamen. Wben a recruit enters the navy he is called an apprentice seaman, 
and is paid a basic wage of $60.00 per month. He is sent to a naval training 
station for a 12-weeks course of training. Following this, he is transferred to 
service at sea, unless selected for special service scbool instruction. After 
four months service, an a_pprentice seaman is promoted to seaman second 
class. Seamen second class are eligible to be rated firemen third class if 
vacancies occur, and they are selected for engineerin_g- duty. 

Sp ecialties. There are almost fifty trades that a sailo1· can learn in the Navy 
if he wishes. He can study carpentry, the machinist's t1·ade, deep-sea <living, 
photography, printing, cooking, and any number of trades that are useful in 
civilian life as well as in tbe Navy. Each of these specialties has its own 
insignia, and on this page are shown tbe specialty marks tbat indicate the 
department to wbich the sailor belongs. Tbe si:>ecialty marks ·are worn inside 
the service chevrons, on tbe sleeve. 

Naval Expansion Progru.m. In 1942, Congress passed tbe $8,600,000,000 Naval 
Expansion Bill for 1,900,000 tons of ships. The.Bil1 provides for 500,000 tons 
of ah-craft carriers, 600,000 tons of cruisers, 900,000 tons of destroyers and 
escort ships. In all there will be more than 400 combatant ships, together 
with 1000 smaller patrol craft. The Bill will bring the U. S. Fleet up to 
5,649,840 tons by 1946.

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Orgruúzation. The U. S. Marine Corps, which is the military branch of the 
Navy, was founded by an act of the Continental Congress in 1776. as the first 
military orga'nization to defend the colonies. The Secretary of the Navy is 
r esponsible for the direction of tbe Marine Corps, and it is commanded by 
tbe-Major Gener al Commandant; with headguarters at Washington. 

Duties. Detachments of Marines are stationed on all the battleships and 
aircraft tar1iers, heavy cruisers, light cruisers and othe1~ types of ships. Tbey 
furnish gun crews for tbe secondary batteries, antiaircraft guns, and ma-· 
chine guns. Tbey also consti~te the landing force of the fl.eet. Marines serve 
as instructors in the use of infant.Ty weapons and also take over parl of the 
guard duty aboard the boat on which they are stationed. Detachments of 
Marines guard and protect navy yards, naval bases and other naval utilities, 
and serve as guards for American legations in foreign countries. They are 
always prepared to go into disturbed areas to restore peace and protect 
American citizens and interests abroad. They maintain their own fl.ying fields. 

Rank and Insignia. The rank of officers in the Marines is like that in the 
Army. Tbe pay of a Marine is the same as a soldier in the Army for the same 
rank and grade. Here are pictured the Marine Corps emblem, which is worn 
on the front of the hat or cap, and tbe branch insignia.

It is interesting to note how ships are named: battleshlps, for Sta tes; air­
craft carriers, for historie battles or vessels; cruisers, for principal cities; de­
stroyers, for famous men; submarines, for fish, etc. 
Battleships. Battleships are called the "backbone of the fleet," since they de­
liver the heaviest gunfire. They are heavily armored, not only on the sides, 
but their decks as well. Displacement is from 26,000-45,000 tons. 
Cruisers. Cruisers are about one-third the size of battleships, Cal'l'YÍng lighter 
guns and armor. Sorne have a cruising range of 15,000 miles. There are two 
types: the light cruisers carry 10 to 16 6" guns, 6 AA guns, and a couple of 
observation planes; the hecwy cruisers carry 8" guns and 8 planes. 
Destroyers. Destroyers are the fastest ships in the Navy. They are about 300 
feet long. It is their function to race in, try to torpedo the enemy's ship befare 
the cruisers and battleships come up. Since they can travel 45 miles per 
hour, with a cruising range of 6,000 miles, they are valuable also as convoys. 
Mosquito Boats. PT boats, or "mosquito boats," as they are called, can travel 
from 50 to 85 miles per hour. They dart about like their namesakes, carrying 
one officer and eight roen, four torpedos, two machine guns, and a mechanism 
to set up a smoke screen. 
Submar ines. Submarines sink below the surface, wbere they can remain for 
36 hours if necessary. Submerging takes place when the intake valves are 
opened, fiooding the ballast tanks. To make them rise, the valves are opened, 
and compressed air blows the water out. 
Aircraft Carriers. The aircraft carriers are floating air bases. They have no 
superstructure except a conning tower on one side. Below decks are stored 
the planes, which are brought up to the 900-foot fiight deck by elevator. 

WINGS OF THE ARMY AND NAVY 

TRAINING FOR ARMY AVIATION 
The Air Corps soldier must be a highly trained man, capable of being 

classed as an expert in one of the following fields: aerial photography, air­
plane and airplane engine maintenance, armament, machine shop work, 
meteorology, parachute rigging, radio operating and maintenance, sheet­
metal craft and welding. 

Qualified Air Corps soldiers are sent to school for training. An enlisted man 
in the Air Corps may become an aviation cadet. Cadets are trained at special 
schools as pilots, bombardiers, etc. A civilian may enlist in the Air Corps as 
a prívate and be immediately appointed an aviation cadet. He must be from 
18 to 27 years of age, in excellent health, and able to pass the required edu­
cational test. Formal college training has been waived. Cadets are paid $75 
per month, plus ration allowance. 

Those cadets who graduate are tendered commissions as second lieutenants 
and are given active service duty wiih the same pay and allowances as officers 
of like grade in the Regular Army. 

TRAINING FOR NAVY AVIATION 
A civilian may enlist in the Navy as a Naval aviation cadet, if he is un­

manied, in excellent physical health, and between the ages of 18 and 27. He 
must be a graduate of an accredited high school or other secondary school, and 
able to pass an educational test. When he enters the service he ranks as a 
seaman second class, and is sent to an indoctrination center for a period of ­
three months' physical and educational training. He then goes to a special 
training school, sucb as the Naval Aviation centers at Pensacola and Jackson­
ville, Florida, Corpus Christi, Texas, or Lakehurst, New Jersey.
